Based on Matthew 28, Mark 16, Luke 24, and John 20

Cover the front with clear contact paper. Cut out the pieces. Glue small pieces of sandpaper or felt on the back of each piece, so they 
will stick to a flannel board. Use these flannelgraph pieces to tell the story of Jesus’ death and resurrection as told in Matthew 28, Mark 
16, Luke 24, and John 20, or read the story included at the end of this activity.
