3. How did God respond to Samuel’s prayer in verses 7-9? What parts of God’s response do
you find surprising or challenging? Why?
4. How did the people respond to God’s warning? What did Samuel do? What did God do?
What does this say about God and people?

Read Matthew 6:9-13 and 16:13-16
5. What kind of king and kingdom does Jesus tell us to pray for in Matthew 67 What do you
usually think of when you pray “thy kingdom come”? Why do you think this way?
6. How is the kingdom described in these verses different from God’s warning about kings in 1
Samuel 8:10-187 Why do you think it is different?
7. Why do you think Jesus gives the keys to his kingdom to Peter? What does this say about
our role in the kingdom today?

Look Ahead:
Jesus was sent to be a loving king who freely invites everyone into his kingdom. What kind of king
will you allow him to be in your life?

Notes
