bridge’s role in the M

iddle Ages
w

as as a m
arket tow

n for the
surrounding agricultural area.  It w

inor gentry.  

In the 18th century Cow
bridge

gentry, partly because residence in

bridge gave the right to vote in
parliam

e.  Throughout the century the

n played host to the Q
uarter

Sessions w
here people could be

sentenced to be transported to the
colonies.  The G

reat Sessions for m
ore

serious cases w
ere also held in

Cow
bridge and m

any w
ere

condem
ned to the gallow

s on nearby
Stalling D

ow
n.

Trade increased, w
ith som

e of the
produce of the Cow

bridge m
erchants

being sent over the Channel through
the nearby port of Aberthaw

.  In 1865,
the railw

ay line running south from
Llantrisant w

as opened and then
extended to Aberthaw

 in1892 but
w

ithout sufficient trade support to
ensure its success it eventually closed
in 1951.

The late 20th century, w
ith the

grow
th of private transport and

prosperity, saw
 Cow

bridge flourish and
becom

e the thriving m
arket tow

n
w

hich you see today.

Barry Island  

The island was linked to the 

mainland at the end of the 19th 

century, due to the Barry Docks. 

Once home to a Butlins resort, 

it is now famous as a filming 

location for Gavin and Stacey.

Barry Docks 

Barry was the largest coal  

exporting port in Britain,  

possibly even the world. The 

development of Barry port was 

due to industrialist David Davies  

and opened for trade in 1889,

Sully Island 

Located just offshore, opposite 

the Captains Wife pub. You can 

access the island on foot at low 

tide. During the 13th century, 

it was the base for a Norman 

pirate, ‘The Night Hawk’.

Lavernock Point 

Lavernock Fort gun battery  

was built in the 1860s by the 

Royal Commission to protect 

the access channel to Cardiff 

and Bristol shipyards during  

the short-lived war between 

Britain and France.

The 88 Bus from Penarth Pier will take you to Barry 

Waterfront (opposite Morrisons), from there you will 

have to follow back on itself to the car. For up to date 

travel information visit www.traveline-cymru.info.

Refreshments & Toilets Many shops and cafés at  

Barry Island including Marco’s Café. The Captain’s 

Wife in Sully, and several restaurants and cafés on

Barry through Sully to Penarth Pier Walk (10 miles) 

Start at the Car Park at Barry Island. 

Head out of the car park towards the 

houses on the headland (1). Join onto a 

footpath leading towards Jackson’s Bay. 

Take the left path which leads up over 

the headland (2) or take the alternative 

path* both leading to the same point. 

At the end of the footpath, turn right onto Redbrink  

Crescent, keeping the harbour on your right. Take the first 

right into Dyfrig St and following it as it swings left with 

views of Barry Docks and the mainland. Continue left to 

join back onto Redbrink Crescent. Turn at the first right 

onto Clive Place, which joins Clive Road, again overlooking 

the Docks. Continue on the road, past the primary school, 

until you come to a stepping pathway on your right (3), 

down towards the waterfront. Proceed along the path 

until you reach Premier Inn. Turn right at the hotel, to 

continue on the path alongside the waterfront, passing the 

apartments on your left (4). 

Turn left at the end of the road to join the main busy 

road. Cross the road, in front of the old Docks building 

(5) with the David Davies statue out in front. Turn right 

to reach the roundabout, continuing straight ahead along 

Ffordd y Milleniwm for 0.75 miles. Cross at the island 

before reaching the roundabout, keeping in the same 

direction. Continue on the pavement, around the  

roundabout, following the way-markers. After another 

0.75 miles you will pass the entrance to Dow Corning. 

Proceed ahead until you reach the roundabout with 

McDonald’s on your right. Bear right towards Sully through 

the treeline path. Cross the road at the pedestrian crossing, 

to join the footpath to another roundabout. Turn right 

onto Hayes Road. After 100 yards, turn left, just before the 

way-marker. Continue straight, past the old civic amenity 

site, towards the coast, joining the coastal path to the left (6).

Walk through the car park to 

WALKING IN THE VALETHE ROUTE   

Walking in the Vale of Glamorgan combines a  

fascinating 60 km stretch of the Wales Coast Path with 

the picturesque, historic beauty of inland Vale. Along its 

rugged coastline walkers can discover the last manned 

lighthouse in Wales (automated as recently as 1998),  

a college unlike any other at St. Donats and 16th Century 

walled gardens at Dunraven Bay, plus the seaside bustle 

of Barry and Penarth. Whichever direction you are  

walking look for        at regular points along the way.     

Inland, walkers will find the historic market towns of 

Cowbridge and Llantwit Major, as well as idyllic villages 

such as St. Nicholas and St. Brides Major, where the 

story of the Vale is told through monuments such as 

Tinkinswood burial chamber and local characters like 

Iolo Morgannwg, one of the architects of the Welsh  

nation. Our series of 5 coastal and 5 inland Vale Trails  

will help you get to the very heart of this fascinating area. 

This linear route offers wonderful insight into the  

tourism and maritime industries so important to the  

Vale of Glamorgan. 

Highlights include Barry Docks. Built in 1884, by 1913 it 

was the largest coal exporting port in Britain. It was built 

thanks to the vision of David Davies, mine owner and 

Wales’ first millionaire, whose statue is another landmark 

on this trail.

The secluded beach of Jackson’s Bay has long been 

known as one of Barry’s best-kept secrets. No longer.  

From its golden sands, walkers can enjoy sea views across 

to Devon and the islands of Flat Holm and Steep Holm. 

The walk finishes at Penarth Pier. Named Pier of the  

Year in 2014, its restored Art Deco Pier Pavilion houses  

a gallery, cinema, cafe and restaurant, and is a symbol  

of the energy and spirit of the town.

the footpath along the right of the playing field (8 ). This 

leads back onto the coastal path. Go through the gate, 

keeping the hedge on your right to the end of the field to 

reach a second gate. Here, turn right down towards Sully 

Island and The Captains Wife (9).  

Continue along the sea wall. At the end of the car park 

join the path leading into the road, with the coast on your 

right (10). Proceed on the road for 0.75 miles. Turn right 

through the kissing gate, just past the entrance of the 

Caravan Park (11). Turn right, following the path through 

the field with the hedge on your right.

The path bends round to the left, then right, into a second 

field. Keep right on the pathway that leads to a footbridge 

(12) on the south side of the second field. Cross the 

bridge, and continue on the footpath. 

On leaving the woods, walk 30 yards to join the headland 

path. Turn left at the pathway which leads to Lavernock 

Point. Continue along the headland path that leads to a 

gate. Keep to the pathway on the right of the field (13) 

to go through the gate that joins the road out to Marconi 

Holiday Village. Head right, following the road back down 

towards the coast. 

On your left you will pass St Lawrence 

Church (14), which has a plaque 

dedicated to Guglielmo Marconi and 

George Kemp. Proceed straight to  

the path that runs alongside the house,  

leading through a gate to a footpath 

bearing left, with views of Penarth Pier and Cardiff Bay (15). 

Continue on the path for just over a mile until you reach 

a gate through to the Penarth headland path. Keep to 

the path, past the park and café on your left, and proceed 

downhill, to the Esplanade leading to Penarth Pier front (16). 

You may wish to miss the walk on the main 

road and start your walk from this point.
