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Prayer Priority #3: “Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.”
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This prayer is surrendering life our way to live life God’s way — to do His will on
earth in the same way it is done in heaven.

Practicality #1: The Prayer for Provision: “Give us this day our daily bread,”
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This prayer is an expression of an ongoing trust in God to provide for everything
we need every day.
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Practicality #2: The Prayer for Reconciliation: “forgive us our debts as we also
have forgiven our debtors.”
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Forgiveness is God's remedy for broken relationships.
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Practicality #3: The Prayer for Protection: “Lead us not into temptation but
deliver us from evil.”
