
Apex Growth Cookies Policy
Please read this Cookie Policy carefully before using the http://apexgrowth.co (the “Service”)
operated by Customer Acquisition Inc. DBA Apex Growth (“us”, “we”, “our”, “Customer
Acquisition Inc.”, or ”Apex Growth”).

This page describes what information they gather, how we use it and why we sometimes need
to store cookies. We will also share how you can prevent these cookies from being stored
however this may downgrade or ‘break’ certain site functionality.

HOW WE USE COOKIES
We use cookies for a variety of reasons detailed below. Unfortunately, in most cases, there are
no industry standard options for disabling cookies without completely disabling the functionality
and features they add to this site. It is recommended that you leave on all cookies if you are not
sure whether you need them or not in case they are used to provide a service that you use

DISABLING COOKIES
You can prevent the setting of cookies by adjusting the settings on your browser (see your
browser Help for how to do this). Be aware that disabling cookies will affect the functionality of
this and many other websites that you visit. Disabling cookies will usually result in also disabling
certain functionality and features of this site. Therefore, it is recommended that you do not
disable cookies.

Generally, you have the option to see what cookies you’ve got and delete them individually,
block third-party cookies or cookies from particular sites, accept all cookies, to be notified when
a cookie is issued or reject all cookies.

COOKIE TYPES

Strictly Necessary Cookies
These cookies are necessary for the proper functioning of the website including displaying
content, logging in, session validation, responding to your request for services, and more. Most

web browsers can be set to disable the use of cookies. However, if you disable these cookies,
you may limit the functionality of the Service.

Performance Cookies
These cookies collect information about the use of the website, such as pages visited, traffic
source, and other website metrics. Used alone, these types of cookies don’t contain personal
information such as names and email addresses and are used to improve your user experience
of a website.

Functional Cookies
These cookies store users’ choices such as username, provide additional functionality, and
store other personal choices when using the Service. These cookies are used to deliver
services, such as letting a user make a blog post, listen to the audio, or watch videos on the
Service.

Advertising or Targeting Cookies
These cookies are usually placed and can be used by our advertising partners to develop a
profile of your browsing interests and serve advertisements on other websites that may be
related to your interests. You will see less relevant ads if you disable these cookies. You should
note that the data collected is never linked to your user account.

Session Cookies
These cookies allow websites to keep track of the actions of a user during a browser session.
They may be used for remembering what a user has put in their shopping cart as they browse a
website. Session cookies expire after a browser session.

Persistent Cookies
These cookies are stored on a user’s device in between browser sessions, which allows the
user’s preferences or actions across the Service to be consistent. Persistent cookies may be
used for a variety of purposes and may result in faster and more convenient access.

In order to provide you with a great experience on this site, we provide the functionality to set
your preferences for how this site runs when you use it. In order to remember your preferences,
we need to set cookies so that this information can be called whenever you interact with a page
that is affected by your preferences.



THIRD-PARTY COOKIES
